He has 

served as Research Associate in Seismology at the University of California, 

Berkeley, Lecturer at the Wolfgang Goethe Universität, Frankfurt am Main, and 

Universidad Complutense de Madrid, and Associate Professor at the Universidad 

de Barcelona. Since 1977 he has been Professor of Geophysics and since 2005 

Professor Emeritus at the Universidad Complutense de Madrid.  

Udias is the author of Principles of Seismology (Cambridge University Press, 

1999) El universo, la ciencia y Dios (PPC, Madrid,2001),  Searching the Heavens 

and the Earth: The History of Jesuit Observatories (Kluwer, Dordrecht, 2003), 

Historia de la Física. De Arquímedes a Einstein (Síntesis, Madrid, 2004), and with 

J. Mezcua of Fundamentos de Geofísica (1 ed. Alhambra, 1985, 2. Ed. Alianza, 

Madrid, 1997). He has published articles on the topics of earthquake source 

mechanism, seismicity, and the seismotectonics of the Mediterranean region as 

well as on science and religion and on Teilhard de Chardin.    
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
